“The crowning disloyalty to God is heresy”  -   Fr. Frederick Faber, died 1863
The greatest evil existing today is heresy, an infernal rage which hurls countless souls into eternal damnation.  (Blessed John Eudes, died 1680)

How many are the infidels, heretics, and schismatics who do not enjoy the happiness of the true faith! The earth is full of them, and they are all lost!             (St. Alphonsus Maria Liguori, died 1787 A.D.)

And whosoever shall keep the whole law, but offend in one point, is become guilty of all.  (Catholic writing of St. James 2:10)

If anyone does not with mind and lips reject and anathematize all abominable heretics together with their impious writings, even to the single least portion, let such a person be condemned.  (Pope St. Martin I, died 655 A.D.)

We see the destruction of public order, the fall of principalities, and the overturning of all legitimate power approaching. Indeed this great mass of calamities had its inception in the heretical societies and sects in which all that is sacrilegious, infamous, and blasphemous has gathered as bilge water in a ship's hold, a congealed mass of all filth.  (Pope Gregory XVI, died 1846 A.D.)

He who falls away from the doctrine and faith of the Catholic Church would not be, nor would even be called, a Christian.  (St. Athanasius, died 373 A.D.)

If anyone says that those baptized are by baptism made debtors only to faith alone, but not to the observance of the whole law of Christ, let him be anathema. (that is: cursed)  (Council of Trent, Baptism Section, Canon 7)

There shall be among you lying teachers who shall bring in sects of perdition and deny the Lord who bought them: bringing upon themselves swift destruction.  (Catholic writing of 2 St. Peter 2:1)

Neither the true faith nor eternal salvation is to be found outside the Holy Catholic Church.  (Pope Pius IX, died 1878 A.D.)

The practice of the Church has always been the same, as is shown by the unanimous teaching of the Fathers, who were wont to hold as outside Catholic communion, and alien to the Church, whoever would recede in the least degree from any point of doctrine.  (Pope Leo XIII, died 1903 A.D.)

If any man come to you, and bring not this doctrine, receive him not into the house nor say to him, God speed you.  (2 St. John 1:10)
Those who go off to heretics, and all who leave the Church for heresy, abandon the name of Christ. Those who call these men "Christians" are in grievous error, since they neither understand Scripture at all nor the faith which it contains.  (St. Athanasius, died 373 A.D.)
Whosoever and whatsoever he might be, he who is not in Christ's Church is no Christian.  (St. Cyprian, died 258 A.D.)
All those who deny one article of faith, regardless of their reason, are by that very fact excommunicated.  (St. Thomas Aquinas, died 1274 A.D.)
Heretics are anti-Christs and adversaries of Christ.  (VII Council of Carthage, 403 A.D.)

If anyone holds to a single heresy, he is not a Catholic.  (St. Augustine, died 430 A.D.)
Heretics worship a God who is a liar, and a Christ who is a liar.  (St. Augustine, died 430 A.D.)

He that is not with me is against Me; and he that gathereth not with me scattereth.  (St. Luke 11:23)  -&-  God … wilt destroy all who speak a lie.  (Psalm 5:7)
Whosoever revolts, and continues not in the doctrine of Christ, has not God.  (Catholic writing of 2 St. John 1:9)

This is our last lesson to you; receive it, engrave it in your minds, all of you: by God's commandment salvation is to be found nowhere but in the Church.  (Pope Leo XIII, died 1903 A.D.)

The faith shall never vary in any age, for one is the faith which justifies the Just of all ages.  (Pope Saint Leo, died 461 A.D.)

The heretic, even though he has not been condemned formally by any individual, in reality brings anathema on himself.  (2nd Council Constantinople, 553)

There is only one Christian faith, that is: Catholic.  (St. Bridget of Sweden, died 1373 A.D.)

This true Catholic Faith, outside of which none can be saved, which I now freely profess and truly hold.  (Pope Pius IX, died 1878)

There is only one Catholic Church (…) Outside this Church there is no salvation nor remission of sin. For at the time of the Deluge there existed only one Ark, the figure of the one Church. And all things outside this Ark perished.  (Pope Boniface VIII, 1302 A.D.)
It is our duty to recall to everyone great and small … the absolute necessity … to have recourse to this Church to effect our eternal salvation.  (Pope Pius X)
Salvation belongs to the Church alone, and that no one can partake of Christ nor be saved outside … the Catholic Faith.  (St. Chrysostom, 407)
I profess that outside the Catholic Church, no one is saved.  (Pope Sylvester II … as Archbishop of Rheims, June 991 A.D.)

Admonish … them to be strong in our sacred faith … in our Divine religion, which alone is true and eternal and prepares for salvation. (Pius IX)
And since truth cannot contradict truth, we define that every statement contrary to the enlightened truth of the faith is totally false.  (Fifth Lateran Council)

One Lord, one Faith, one baptism.  (Catholic writing of Ephesians 4:5)   - & -   Without faith it is impossible to please God.  (Hebrews 4:5)
But he who dissents even in one point from divinely revealed truth absolutely rejects all faith, since he thereby refuses to honor God as the supreme truth and the formal motive of faith.  (Pope Leo XIII, died 1903 A.D.)
We profess that there is no salvation outside the Church ... for the Church is the pillar and ground of the faith.  (Pope Leo XII, died 1829 A.D.)
Therefore, we are right in censuring, anathematizing, abhorring, and abominating the perversity of heart shown by heretics.  (St. Augustine, died 430 A.D.)

The heretics have disseminated pestilential books everywhere, by which the teachings of the impious spread, much as a cancer. To counteract this most deadly pest, spare no labor.  (Pope Pius VIII, died 1830 A.D.)
Whoever will be saved, before all things it is necessary that he hold the Catholic Faith. Which Faith except everyone do keep whole and undefiled, without doubt he shall perish everlastingly.  (Athanasius Creed … a Dogmatic Creed of the Church … must be believed)
This true Catholic Faith, outside of which none can be saved, which I now freely profess and truly hold, is what I shall steadfastly maintain and confess, by the help of God, in all its completeness and purity until my dying breath.  (Vatican Council of 1870, Pope Pius IX, Session 2)
